Terms of Office

All officers shall be elected to serve for the remainder of two-year terms for the years 2011 and 2012, and shall serve as members of the Executive Board for AFSCME Local 189.  

Eligibility

To be eligible for the office of 2nd vice-president/chapter chair, a member must be a member-in-good-standing for a minimum of 1 year immediately preceding  election and must be employed in the unit he/she is elected to represent.  No retired member shall be a candidate for elected office.

Election
Election of officers for contested positions where there are more than one nominee for that office will take place at a time and place set forth by the Election Committee.   Voting shall be by secret ballot in accordance with the method established by the Election Committee and shall be so conducted as to afford all members of the chapter an opportunity to vote.

**DUTIES OF 2nd VICE PRESIDENTS/CHAPTER CHAIRS**
